On Sunday, September 27, the VolP Hurricane Net
http://www.voipwx.net/ formally activated at 5 PM EDT
to provide surface reports as Hurricane Kyle affected
portions of extreme Northeastern Maine, New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, Canada. The activation wg
in coordination with WX4NHC http://www.wx4nhc.

org/, the Amateur Radio Station at the National
Hurricane Center, to support their operations for
Hurricane Kyle.

"The Canadian Maritimes rarely get hurricanes, but we
received some of our highest quality wind data every 15
20 minutes, as well as damage reports from radio
amateurs in the area.
