FCC Issues Notice of Proposed Rule 
Making on Government Disaster Drills 
and Amateur Radio 
 
On March 24, the FCC released a Notice of Proposed 
Rule Making (NPRM) proposing to amend the 
Commission's rules "with respect to Amateur Radio 
operations during government-sponsored emergency 
preparedness and disaster readiness drills and tests." 
While current rules provide for Amateur Radio use 
during emergencies, the rules prohibit communications 
by a station licensee or control operator on behalf of an 
employer.  

The FCC notes that while there are some exceptions to 
this prohibition, it effectively prevents amateur station 
control operators who are employees of public safety 
agencies such as hospitals from participating in drills 
and tests in preparation for emergency situations.  

The FCC acknowledged that since Amateur Radio is 
often an essential element of emergency preparedness 
and response, many state and local governments and 
public safety agencies incorporate Amateur Radio 
communication capabilities into their emergency 
planning. Some hospitals, emergency operations centers 
and police, fire, and emergency medical service stations 
have encouraged the participation of their employees 
who are Amateur Radio operators in emergency and 
disaster drills and tests.  

Based on that, the 
Commission proposes 
to amend the rules to 
provide that, under 
certain limited 
conditions, Amateur 
Radio operators may 
transmit messages 
during emergency and 
disaster preparedness

entities participating in the drill.
